ENTRANCE REQUIREMENTS

* Must have a recognized addiction.

* Must be male, 18 years or older.

» Willing to participate fully in Bibli-
cally-based recovery process.

* Must attend 10-14 days of detox
unless transferring from another pro-
gram.

* Living expenses covered by Social
Services, self-funding, or other ar-
rangements.

» Special considerations may be made

on a case-by-case basis.
